1. All Craft and Team Members MUST be Holliston Residents and either be pre-registered or
registered prior to race day by 12 Noon.

3. Life jackets MUST be worn during the entire race.

4. Canoes and kayaks must have sufficient floatation and a safety rope must be attached to and stored
in the bow or stern to aid recovery.

5. Canoes must be propelled by single blade paddles only. Motorized or battery operated motors will
not be allowed.

6. For the safety of all, no alcoholic beverages are to be consumed prior to or during the race.

7. The Race Committee will have sole responsibility for starting all craft and determining winners.
